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Eric Binder (b. 1974, Hnúst-Likier, Slovakia) is an artist of Slovakian origin, who lives and works in Czech Republic (Prague). He experiments with various media: photography, installations, murals, painting, and graffiti. He works both independently and within the framework of a Slovak art group Kunst-fu. Eric Binder is an extremely multifaceted artist, capable of creating completely different works, connected by two common characteristics: irony and no pretence of seriousness. The critics characterize the concept of Binder’s art as a “children’s playground, where rules are created as the game progresses.”
Ivan Brazhkin (b. 1985, Rostov-on-Don, Russia) is a young Moscow artist and political activist. He started as an experimental poet and musician. He has been participating in exhibition projects since 2002. In 2002 – 2004, he participated in various actions of “Radek” group. He cooperates with various leftist political organizations.
Valya Fetisov (b. 1989, Moscow, Russia) is a young Moscow artist. He graduated from Rodchenko Moscow School of Photography and Multimedia. He works with new media, in particular sound art.
Alexandra Galkina (b. 1982, Moscow, Russia) is a Moscow artist. She participated in the schools of modern art of well known Russian radical artists Avdei Ter-Oganyan and Anatoly Osmolovsky. Until 2005 she was a member of “Radek” group. She cooperates actively with Moscow feminist groups. She implemented a number of projects together with David Ter-Oganyan.
Ivars Gravlejs (b. 1979, Riga, Latvia) is a conceptualist photographer and curator. In 2007-2008 he taught photography in various universities of Latvia and the Czech Republic. He lives and works in Prague. His main genre is photography, with occasional ventures in video, actions, objects, and installation. His Works have been exhibited for over ten years now.

Alina Gutkina (b. 1985, Moscow, Russia) is a young Moscow artist, with educational background as aninvestigator. She graduated from the “Institute of Problems of Contemporary Art” and “Free Workshops” at the Moscow Museum of Contemporary Art. Sheworks in a variety of genres: video, installations, graffiti, and painting.
Zhanna Kadyrova (b. 1981, Brovary, Ukraine) is a sculptor by education. She has been active in the field of art for approximately ten years. Since 2004 she has been a member of the Kiev art group R.E.P. She is the author of a number of street sculptures in a number of cities in Russia and Ukraine. In the beginning of the 00’s she experimented with various media: she tried painting, graphics, and performance, but recently she focused on sculpture.
Polina Kanis (b. 1985, Leningrad, Russia) works mostly in the video genre, sometimes also photography. She has received the Kandinsky Prize in the “Young Artist” category (2010). She was also nominated for State award “Innovation” in the “New Generation” category (2011). It is usually said that Kanis shoots staged videos, but it is not entirely true: the artist only creates situations, only suggests the lines of development, and things go their own way after that.
Irina Korina (b. 1977, Moscow, Russia) is a Moscow artist, one of the most distinguished Russian authors in the installation genre. She graduated from Russian Academy of Theatre Arts with specialty “set design.” She studied modern art in Russia, Sweden, and Austria. She received a number of Russian awards in the area of modern art. She represented Russia during 53rd Venice Biennale (2009).

Laura Kuusk (b. 1982, Tartu, Estonia) is an artist living and working in Tallinn and Grenoble. She has a B.A. in semiotics and culture theory and a M.A. in photography. She has been exhibiting her works since 2007. Kuusk works mostly in photo and video genres, however often she also creates objects and installations. In 2009 she has opened an experimental exhibition space LOO P, organized in an old dollhouse she found on the streets of Grenoble. The exhibition area is 685 cm².
Camille Laurelli (b. 1981, Montreuil-sous-Bois, France) is a French artist and curator. He studied contemporary art in France and in Prague. He works in various genres: video, photography, installations, and objects.
Lena Martynova (b. 1985, Makhachkala, Dagestan) is a young Moscow artist, a cinematographer by education. In 2009 she graduated from the Rodchenko Moscow School of Photography and Multimedia. She began exhibiting her works in 2007. Her main genre is video. She started studying cinematography approximately ten years ago, before she considered herself as a contemporary artist. Once she decided on art, she very quickly established video as the main genre in which she wanted to work. From time to time she also creates graphics.
Misha Most (b. 1981, Moscow, Russia) is a Moscow painter and graffiti artist. Since 1997 he was a member of the oldest Moscow graffiti team, CGS. Together with friends, he published a pdf zine devoted to graffiti, called Parazit. In the 00s, he was a member of street art teams “Zachem” and “No future.” From 2000 he has been exhibiting his works in galleries and museums. Besides graffiti, Most is a painter, participates in actions, and creates objects and installations.
Anton Nikolaev (b. 1976, Novosibirsk, Russia) is an artist, curator, journalist, and social activist. In 2004, he became a founding member of activist art group “Bombily.” In 2010 the group suspended its activity, having completed seven artistic actions on the streets of Moscow and created dozens of short films. Between 2008 and 2011, Nikolaev worked together with Victoria Lomasko on a series of comics pertaining to social and political topics (regional problems, old age, psychiatric hospitals, trials of political prisoners, and support for criminally oppressed cultural activists). In 2011 together with Lomasko, he issued a book “Forbidden Art”: a collection of court sketches, created in court during the trial of two curators of an exhibition entitled “Forbidden art -2006” (A. Erofeev, Y. Samodurov) accused of offending religious feelings. In 2011, the “Bombily” group resumed its activity; however it changed the main vector of its work. The main direction of their work has become “Russian Orthodox street art,” created in cooperation with Igor Shuklin.
Igor Shuklin (b. 1987, Kursk, Russia) is a young artist, living and working in Kursk. He has been active in the area of art since 2009. The main genres he works in are painting and street art. Since 2011 he works together with Anton Nikolaev.
Anastasia Potemkina (b. 1984, Moscow, Russia) is a young Moscow artist and curator. Architect by education, now she is a student of Vienna Academy of Fine Arts (Marina Grzinic’s class of post-conceptual art practices). She experiments with various media. Her early works were co-authored with Ivan Brazhkin.
Sergey Sapozhnikov (b. 1984, Rostov-on-Don, Russia) is a young Russian photographer, living and working in Rostov-on-Don and Moscow. He entered the world of art as a graffiti artist. Later he switched to photography, which became the main medium of his art. However, Sergey Sapozhnikov soon felt that he could not limit himself to being a simple photographer and actively moved into the sphere of modern art. His projects are not divided into series and have no names. Nonetheless, a clear artistic evolution can be observed: from year to year the photos undergo a transformation of sense and visual means. The entire activity of the artist is a single, huge, indivisible photonovela about human perception of the world in today’s aggressive environment. Sapozhnikov is interested in creating special zones of reality, or unusual situations, which he then meticulously and artfully documents in his photos.
SOSка is a Ukrainian art group, whose members live and work in Kharkov. The group was established in October 2005. By 2006, the permanent composition of the group has been established, consisting of three members: Mykola Ridynyi (b. 1985, Kharkov, Ukraine), Anna Kriventsova (b. 1985, Eupatoria, Ukraine) and Sergei Popov (b. 1978, Komsomolsk, Ukraine). In 2007 the artists won the Henkel Art Award (Vienna, Austria). In 2008 they participated in the KulturKontakt program (Vienna, Austria). The artists essentially work in photo and video genres; sometimes they organize actions. The activity of the group is mostly focused on social and political topics.
David Ter-Oganyan (b. 1981, Rostov-on-Don, Russia) is a Moscow artist and curator. He participated in schools of modern art of well known Russian radical artists Avdei Ter-Oganyan and Anatoly Osmolovsky. From 1997 to 2002, he was a member of “Radek” art group. In 2004 he received the “Black Square,” the Russian national award in the area of contemporary art. In 2011 he won the International Art Competition “Henkel Art Award»,” organized by Henkel Company with support of KulturKontakt.
Sveta Shuvayeva (b. 1986, Bugulma, Tatarstan) is a young artist living and working in Samara and Moscow. By education, she is an architect and designer. Shuvayeva’s formalism is always conceptual. Each of her projects is based on a simple but smart technical premise. For example, in a series called “Scans” the artist, when scanning images of architecture and paintings, moves them a little – and the objects, under the influence of random factor, take on some completely unexpected characteristics.
Grigory Yushchenko (b. 1986, Novosibirsk, Russia) is a young artist from St. Petersburg, where he studied art history at Petersburg State University. He has been creating and exhibiting his art since 2005. According to Yushchenko himself, he is “the creator and only adept of ‘existential trash’ style.” His exhibitions often cause scandals, and he was persecuted for his work many times. Since 2006 he has been a member of the art group “Protez.” The group performs art interventions in the aggressive environment of urban advertising culture. The works of Yushchenko and the “Protez” group are created on posters, torn down in the city; they play with images already existing on the poster and add new, “missing” details themselves.
